For computer hardware and precious metal content material, the prices quoted are as follows:

· Prices are quoted per kilogram on the high-grade material such as gold plated integrated circuits (ICs), gold fingers and CPUs.

· TCMs and MCMs are quoted per unit.

· High grade printed circuit boards are quoted per metric tonne.

· Medium grade printed circuit boards are quoted per metric tonne.

· Low grade printed circuit boards are quoted per metric tonne.

· Mainframe and telecommunication equipment is quoted per metric tonne.

· Personal computers are quoted per metric tonne.

· Film, silver batteries, etc – prices are quoted per metric tonne.

· Monitors, terminals, keyboards and television sets are NOT paid for, but will be removed providing other recyclable electronic scrap is available.

Prices quoted are based on materials recovered from machines and the precious metal content of the printed circuit boards. We do understand that the technology that is behind this equipment, but unfortunately we pay only for the metals recovered.

Prices quoted are based on the current international metal markets.

It is the company’s responsibility to choose a recycler who will dispose of their equipment and intellectual property in the proper manner and provide assurance of confidentiality. We have a five-meter wall with electric fence.
Environmental Policy

We believe that the greatest contribution we can make is to protect the environment, by recycling material that is headed for the landfill, in a manner that does not create even larger environmental problems, and thereby play a part in the conservation of our planet. 

Millions of tons of electronic scrap are being dumped worldwide.

We would encourage competition in scrap recycling, and ask governments to promote recycling companies, so as to be more efficient at the utilization of the earth’s limited resources.
Hazardous and toxic materials

Electronic recycling can be difficult simply because of the hazardous and toxic materials that have to be dealt with in the recovery process such as:

· Cathode ray tubes (CRT) from monitors, terminals and TV’s contain lead, mercury, phosphorous and cadmium.

· Smoke detectors and certain laboratory equipment contain radioactive isotopes.     

· Photocopiers and laser drums are coated with selenium.

· Lasers from big laser printers contain Silica.

· LED’s and other semi conductors contain arsenic, beryllium oxide, and gallium.

· Mercury switches.

· Printed circuit boards have batteries that contain lead, cadmium, mercury and lithium.

· Capacitors and certain transformers contain toxic oils. (Polychlorinated Biphenyls.)

· Lead batteries contain lead as well as sulphuric acid.
Process

· Printed circuit boards are first cleaned of all excess steel, heat sinks, transformers etc.

· They are then shredded. Then pulverized. 

· All metalics are then separated out.
Company Profile:

Desco Electronic Recyclers is a company that has been in operation for the past ten years. Our head office and main processing yard is in Kempton Park, and we have a branch in Cape Town.
Desco services primarily the electronic, computer and telecommunications industries, but we also provide services to corporations, government, educational and medical institutions for the disposing of redundant and obsolete equipment.
 
The heart of Desco business is the recovery of precious and semi precious metals from electronic printed circuit boards, motherboards, computer connectors, electrical and electronic components.

We also recover non-ferrous metals such as aluminum, copper, zinc, steel as well as certain recyclable plastics from the electronic equipment that is stripped.

Desco Electronic Recyclers is a wholly South African based company situated in the outskirts of the Johannesburg area.  Costa Airaga founded Desco in 1992. Prior to that he had a company manufacturing lubricators for the gold mining industry. Because of the fluctuating gold prices and drop in sales he decided to start his own gold mining company, recovering the precious metals from electronics that were being dumped in the landfill. There was also the opportunity to provide services to the ever growing electronic industry, communications industry, corporations, governments, educational / medical institutions as well as the military for the disposing of their scrap, obsolete and redundant equipment.
